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School Finances for 2008 -2009  

Highlights of the school finances for 2008 -2009 include:  

Purchase of new textbooks, consistent with state education standards.   

New English textbooks had been purchased in the 2007-2008 

school year. 

Reading materials for Pre-Kindergarten and Kindergarten were 

purchased. 

New Social Studies textbooks purchased. 

Continued growth in SCRIP program has provided the school families with 

increased revenue source.  (Almost $50,000.00 of profit realized.) 

ACH practice (monthly checking account deductions) has enabled school a 

more reliable source of tuition payments. 

Uncollectible accounts virtually eliminated. 

Over $50,000.00 of tuition assistance was provided. 

Revenues covered school costs while not increasing tuition rates. 

2009-2010 school year also showing gains:  

Current enrollment is 330 continuing the trend of increasing student 

enrollment.
